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LEASE

THIS LEASE, made this 1% day January, 2011, by and between CHARLES STEWART MOTT COMMUNITY COLLEGE, 1401
East Court Street, Flint, Michigan, 48503, the Lessor, hereinafter designated as the Landlord; and the COUNTY OF
LIVINGSTON, a municipal corporation and political subdivision of the State of Michigan acting on behalf of LIVINGSTON
COUNTY MICHIGAN WORKS!, 1255 East Grand River, Howell, Michigan, 48843, the Lessee, hereinafter designated as the
Tenant.

WITNESSETH:

1. Description

The Landlord, in consideration of the rents to be paid, the covenants and agreements to be performed by the Tenant,
does hereby lease unto the Tenant the following described premises: Certain areas of the Livingston Center, 1240
Packard Drive, Howell, Michigan, 48843, and more particularly described as follows:

2. Term
The term of this Lease shall be five [5] years from and after January 1, 2011 and said term to be completed and ended on
midnight December 31, 2015.

3. Rent

The rent of said premises for said term shall be computed at the rate of thirteen dollars and ninety four cents [$13.94]
per square foot, payable as follows: one-twelfth [1/12] of the annual rent monthly in advance. A service charge in the
amount of one percent [1%] will be charged for all accounts over thirty [30] days past due. The Tenant hereby hires said
premises for said term as above mentioned, and covenants well and truly to pay unto the Landlord the rent reserved
above.

4. Additional Office Space
If additional office space is needed, the Tenant must contact the Livingston Center Site Manager for scheduling.
Additional space is available at the rental rate of thirteen dollars and ninety-four cents ($13.94) per square foot.

5. Classrooms

For use of additional classroom space, Tenant will pay one thousand one hundred and fifty dollars {$1,150] per month.
If additional classroom space is needed, the Tenant must contact the Livingston Center Site Manager for scheduling.
Such additional classrooms are not used exclusively by the Tenant and require cooperation from all users.

6. Keys

The Tenant will be furnished a key for the interior office as rented to the Tenant, and may be issued keys to outer doors
as determined by the Livingston Center Site Director. The building will not be open on New Year’s Day, Christmas Day,
Thanksgiving Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, and Labor Day.

7. Signs
Tenant shall have the right to have signs erected and/or posted that conform to the State of Michigan requirements for
Michigan Works! Service Centers.

8. Use

It is understood and agreed between the parties that the premises shall be used and occupied for the lawful purposes of
the Tenant, and not in violation of any law, municipal ordinance or regulation, and that upon a violation of such use
regulations, the Landlord may, at its option, terminate this Lease forthwith and repossess the premises. Landlord
represents that it has no knowledge of any violation of any laws, statutes or codes applicable to the building. Landlord
shall ensure that the Leased premises, including access thereto and the number of available handicapped parking
spaces, complies with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). Because the Landlord is a college, the Tenant agrees
not to bring upon the premises or use thereon any alcoholic beverages or drugs, except over-the-counter and/or
lawfully prescribed medications.

9. Smoking

There will be no smoking by the Tenant, or its invitees, in the leased space, the building of which it is a part, within
twenty-five feet of the entrance to the building of which it is a part, any of the Landlord’s other buildings, or within
twenty-five feet of the entrance to any of the Landlord’s other buildings. Mott Community College is a smoke-free
facility.

10. Annual Rate Increases, Option to Renew and Holding Over

On or before August 1 and thereafter, the Landlord shall deliver, in writing, to the tenant the minimal terms of rent and
conditions of leasing. Increases in the base rent set forth in Section 3 and rent for additional classroom space set forth
in Section 4 shall not exceed increases as defined in the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for All Urban Consumers, all items, in
the U.S., Midwest, and selected metropolitan areas [Detroit-Ann Arbor-Flint], or five percent [5%], whichever is less. On
or before August 1, 2015, the Landlord shall, in writing, deliver to the Tenant the minimal terms of rent and conditions
of leasing for any renewal term. The Tenant shall have sixty [60] days after receiving such option to renew at the new
terms. The Tenant shall notify the Landlord in said sixty (60] day period of its exercise of the option, or its refusal.
Holding over after the end of this Lease shall be on a month-to-month basis at the new rate as contained in the written
notice for renewals by the Landlord. The option to renew shall be on a one [1] year basis, or longer, upon joint
agreement of both parties.

11. Landlord Furnish

The Landlord will furnish the telephones, utilities, air conditioning, parking, and custodial services on the premises of the
Landlord, to the Tenant, its employees and its invitees in the same amount and in the same way as it furnishes to other
Tenants of the Livingston Center, and as it furnishes to itself for its own use and occupancy of the Livingston Center. The
Tenant will be charged back on a monthly basis for all telephone usage.

12, Tenant Furnish

The Tenant shall furnish its own personal property, office equipment to furnish the area rented, which personal property
shall be portable and not become a fixture by permanently adhering the same to the floors, ceiling walls or the building.
Temporary separators within an area shall not be deemed a fixture. Tenant will be responsible for using the Landlord’s
computer networks, Internet, etc. for business and educational needs only. The Tenant shall be responsible for installing
and maintaining, in room 102, personal computers, printers, etc. which are part of Livingston County’s network.

13. Condition on Taking

The Tenant shall not perform any acts or carry on any practices which will damage the building, or be a nuisance or

menace to Landlord’s other tenants in the building, and shall keep the premises under his/her control [including the
conduit system, permanent partitions, the doors, decorating, hardware, ceiling light fixtures, heating fixtures, finish
floors, parking area] in as good a condition as when taken under this Lease, reasonable wear and usage excepted.

14. College Right of Entry and to Make Alterations, Additions & Improvements

The Landlord shall have the right at any reasonable time to enter upon the premises to inspect the same and make any
and all improvements, alterations and additions of any kind upon the premises, but at no time shall the College be
compelled or required to make any improvements, alterations or additions. Tenant agrees that he/she will not make
any alterations, additions or improvements to the premises without the Landlord’s written consent; and that such
consent shall be obtained in writing from the Office of the Chief Financial Officer at the College, prior to making any such
alterations. The Tenant will pay the cost of the approved alterations and such improvements will become the Landlord’s
property at the termination of the lease. Movable office furniture put in at the expense of the Tenant shall be property
of the Tenant, and shall not be considered as an alteration to the building. Tenant further agrees to leave the premises
in the same condition as initially leased.

15. Other Tenants

The Landlord may lease to other tenants. The Tenant is informed of the common areas of the building and the
requirements of joint use of said areas, the Landlord, its invitees, its tenants and assigns, as well as this Tenant. The
Tenant agrees to cooperate in every way that this joint and mutual use may be had without friction or disorder. This
includes the vending area, the stairways, the restrooms, the lobby and other common areas.

16. Sublease

It is understood and agreed that the Tenant may sublease portions of the leased premises to the Michigan Department
of Energy, Labor, and Economic Growth (DELEG). The Tenant, with the exception of subleasing to the above-stated State
Agencies, covenants not to assign or transfer this Lease, or sublet the premises without the written consent of the
Landlord, and that such consent shall be obtained in writing by the Livingston Center Site Manager and Chief Financial
Officer.

In the event that the Tenant or Tenant’s Subleasees should require the use of vendors to conduct on-site activities
outside the normal and necessary course of business, the Tenant shall provide the Landlord, in the address of the
Livingston Center Site Manager, with written notification at least forty-eight [48] hours in advance. The types of vendors
are listed as follows:
1) Those who wish to promote or conduct trade or business for profit with parties other than the Tenant or
tenant’s Subleasees
2) Those whose activities are in direct competition with Mott Community College
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3) Those whose activities would cause the College undue legal liability exposure by the activities conducted on
the premises
The Landlord shall reserve the right to request additional information from the Tenant on any such vendor as
reasonable.

17. Insurance
A. Landlord’s Liability Insurance
The Landlord shall be responsible for obtaining and maintaining liability insurance covering liability the Landlord
may incur from those areas which remain Landlord’s responsibilities under this Lease including but not limited
to common areas and parking lots. Such liability insurance coverage shall have limits of not less than one million
dollars [$1,000,000] per occurrence and/or aggregate, combined single limit for personal injury, bodily injury
and property damage. The Landlord, upon Tenant’s request, shall provide the Tenant with a certificate of
insurance showing such coverage.

B. Tenant’s Liability Insurance

The Tenant will be responsible for maintaining Workers’ Disability Compensation Insurance coverage for its
employees as required by the statutes of the State of Michigan. The Tenant will also maintain general liability
insurance in an amount of not less than one million dollars [$1,000,000] per occurrence and aggregate covering
property damage, bodily injury or death. It is expressly understood and agreed that the Tenant may maintain
such liability insurance through a self insured program administered by the Michigan Municipal Risk
Management Authority [MMRMA]. The scope of protection provided by the Tenant’s liability insurance shall
include the Landlord as additional insured, only with respect to liability which may arise from the lease of space
at Livingston Center, 1240 Packard Drive, Howell, Michigan 48843, by the Tenant. The Tenant shall deliver to
Landlord a certificate of coverage verifying such coverage.

C. Property Insurance

The Landlord will obtain and maintain property insurance on the lease premises, the common areas, and the
building of which they are a part, covering the Landlord against loss or damage. The Landlord will, upon
Tenant’s request, provide the Tenant with a certificate of insurance showing such coverage.

D. Tenant’s Property

A. Tenant shall bring or keep property upon leases premises solely at its own risk and Landlord will not,
under any circumstances, be liable for any damages thereto or destruction or theft thereof. Tenant shall be
exclusively responsible for insuring against any such risk of loss from any cause. Tenant agrees, as additional
rent, to pay the premiums for insurance for fire on the Tenant’s own property, if the Tenant desires the personal
property be so insured. In the event of a fire, if the Tenant shall be unable to occupy its premises, and the same
are declared untenable, the rent shall abate to the Tenant for the period that the premises are untenable.

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18. Indemnification

The Landiord and the Tenant shall indemnify and hold harmless one another from any and all claims, liabilities, damages
and costs [including attorney fees, but excluding any settlement costs unless agreed to in writing in advance by each
party] for injury or death of any person and damage to or loss of any property resulting from the negligent act or
omission of either the Landlord or Tenant, their trustees, officers or employees while acting within the scope of their
employment and pursuant to this Agreement.

19. Termination

The Tenant may, with or without cause, terminate this Lease at any time upon sixty [60] days prior written notice to the
Landlord; such notice shall be submitted in writing to the Livingston Center Site Manager. In the event of such
termination, the Tenant shall pay the Landlord all sums due and owing under this Lease up to the effective date of
termination.

20. Premises and Building in Compliance with Law

It is a condition of this Lease that the leased premises and the building of which it is a part shall be, and remain at all
times, in full compliance with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, codes, licensing requirements,
rules and regulations commensurate with the Tenant’s intended use set forth in Section 7. It is further a condition of
this Lease that the Tenant shall use the leased premises in compliance with all applicable Federal, State and local laws,
ordinances, codes, licensing requirements, rules and regulations.

21. Applicable Law and Venue

Any and all disputes, controversies or claims arising out of or in connection with or relating to this Lease, or any breach
or alleged breach thereof, shall, upon the written request of the party involved, be submitted to and settled by
arbitration in the State of Michigan pursuant to the Michigan Arbitration Statute (M.C.L.A. 600.5001) and the applicable
Michigan Court Rules then in effect. The parties agree to arbitrate such matters in a joint proceeding with regard to all
common issues and disputes, and to permit prehearing discovery in the time and manner provided by the applicable
Michigan Court Rules. This Lease to arbitrate shall be specifically enforceable under the prevailing arbitration law.
Notice of the demand for arbitration shall be filed, in writing, with the other party to this Lease. The demand for
arbitration shall be made within 90 (ninety) days after the claim, dispute or other matter in question arose where the
party asserting the claims should reasonably have been aware of the same, but in no event later than the applicable
Michigan Statute of Limitations. The parties shall mutually select an arbitrator. If the parties are unable to agree upon
an arbitrator, then a Michigan Circuit Court, upon the request of either party shall select an arbitrator to hear and
dispose of the dispute. The arbitrator shall have no power to add to, subtract from, or alter the terms of this Lease, and
shall render a written decision setting forth findings and conclusions only as to the claims or disputes at issue. The
expenses of any arbitration shall be born equally by the parties to the arbitration proceeding; provided that each party
shall pay for and bear the costs of its own experts, evidence and counsel’s fees. The parties shall enter into an
agreement for the payment of the arbitrator’s fees. The arbitrator shall conduct the hearing pursuant to the Michigan
Court Rules, and shall establish other procedures deemed necessary and reasonable by the arbitrator. The Michigan
Rules of Evidence are to be followed during the hearing. Any award by the arbitrator shall be final and conclusive upon
the parties, and a judgment thereon may be entered in the highest court for the forum, state or federal, having
jurisdiction.

This Lease shall be construed according to the law of the State of Michigan. The venue for the bringing of any legal or
equity actions under this Lease shall be established in accordance with the statutes and/or court rules of the State of
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Michigan. In the event any action is brought under the Lease in Federal Court, the venue for such action shall be the
Federal Judicial District of Michigan, Eastern District, Southern Division.

22. Nondiscrimination

The parties to this Lease, as required by law, shall not discriminate against a person to be served or an employee or
applicant for employment with respect to hire, tenure, terms, conditions or privileges of employment, or a matter
directly or indirectly related to employment because of race, color, religion, national origin, age, sex, disability that is
unrelated to the individual’s ability to perform the duties of a particular job or position, height, weight, or marital status.

The Landlord and Tenant shall adhere to all applicable Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, rules, regulations and
policies prohibiting discrimination in regards to employees and applicants for employment, which include, but is not
limited to, the following:
1) The Eliott-Larsen Civil Rights Act, 1976 PA 453, as amended
2) The Persons with Disabilities Civil Rights Act, 1976 PA 200, as amended
3) Section 504 of the Federal Rehabilitation Act of 1973, P.L. 93-112, 87 Stat 355, as amended, and rules
adopted thereunder
4) The Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, P.L. 101-336, 104Stat 327 (42 USCA § 12101, et seq.) as
amended, and regulations promulgated thereunder

Breach of this Section 20 shall be considered to be a material breach of this Lease.

23, Waivers

No failure or delay on the part of either of the parties to this Lease in exercising any right, power or privilege hereunder
shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor shall a single or partial exercise of any right, power, or privilege preclude any other
or further exercise of any other right, power or privilege.

24. Amendments
Modifications, amendments, or waivers of any provision of this Lease may be made only by the written mutual consent
of the parties hereto.

25. Relationship of Parties

Nothing contained in this Lease shall be deemed construed, or implied as creating the relationship of principal and
agent, partnership, joint venture or any other relationship between the parties hereto, other than the relationship of
Landlord and Tenant.

26. Mutuality of Lease Drafting
This Lease has been negotiated between the Landlord and Tenant and shall be deemed to have been mutually drafted.

27. Section Titles

The titles of the sections set forth in this Lease are inserted for the convenience of reference only and shall be
disregarded when construing or interpreting any of the provisions of this Lease.
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
